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Kohn awarded for his research

Quebec City, - The recipient of the 2002 Agway Inc. Young Scientist Award is Richard A. Kohn, associate professor in the Department of Animal and Avian Sciences at the University of Maryland.  The award, sponsored by Agway, Inc., was presented at the Awards ceremony held Tuesday night during the American Dairy Science Association Annual Meeting.

Kohn has established himself as a recognized expert in nutritional modeling and dairy farm nutrient management.  His research and extension programs use mathematical modeling to quantify farm nutrient flows and improve nutrient flows and improve nutrient utilization in dairy cattle.

The results of his research have been published in 26 journal articles, 23 invited proceedings articles, and 50 abstracts.  He has given 65 extension presentations, chaired 5 graduate committees including four Ph.D. students and one M.S. student.  Kohn has received $1.5 million in competitive grant funding to support his research and extension programs.

A New York native, Kohn received his B.S. in animal science from Cornell University, his M.S. in animal and nutritional sciences from the University of New Hampshire, and his Ph.D. in animal science from Michigan State University.  After postdoctoral studies at the University of Pennsylvania, he joined the University of Maryland with a research and extension appointment in 1996.

The Agway, Inc. Young Scientist Award recognizes outstanding research by young dairy production scientists during the first ten years of their professional career.
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
