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Abu-Ghazaleh awarded for his research

Quebec City, Canada - Amer Abu-Ghazaleh received the Alltech, Inc. Graduate Student Paper Publication Award for his M.S. thesis work at South Dakota State University.  The award, sponsored by Alltech, Inc., was presented at the Awards ceremony held Tuesday night during the American Dairy Science Association Annual Meeting.

Abu-Ghazaleh’s M.S. thesis research has demonstrated a way to modify milk fat to contain increased quantities of fatty acids with beneficial actions on human health.  He has authored and/or coauthored abstracts in the area of fat feeding and evaluation of protein sources for lactating dairy cows.

Currently pursuing a Ph.D.  at South Dakota State University, Abu received his B.S. and an M.S. degree from the Jordan University of Science and Technology and an M.S. from South Dakota State University.   His Ph.D. research focuses on supplementing the diets of lactating cows with lipid sources that will maximize the concentration of healthful fatty acids in milk without altering its gross composition.
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
