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Broadbent awarded for his work

Quebec City, - The recipient of the 2002 DSM Food Specialties USA Inc. Award is Jeffrey R. Broadbent, associate professor of dairy microbiology at Utah State University.  The award, sponsored by DSM Food Specialties USA Inc., was presented at the Awards ceremony held Tuesday night during the American Dairy Science Association Annual Meeting

The DSM Food Specialties USA Inc Award honors Broadbent for his valuable contribution to the field of genetics and physiology of lactic acid bacteria as it relates to their use in cheese manufacture.  His research is centered on four areas; biochemistry of cheese flavor development due to proteinases in lactic acid bacteria; genetics and biochemistry of capsule-producing bacteria; stress-adaptation in lactic acid bacteria; and lactose utilization in pediococci.  His research has contributed significantly to the knowledge basis necessary in the cheese industry in the United States.

Broadbent has been instrumental in the elucidation of the genome of Lactobacillus helveticus.  His efforts will push forward our understanding of the role of specific enzymes to the development of flavor in cheese.  This work will also help in the identification of pathways involved in the catabolism of free amino acids by the bacteria and their contribution to flavor.

In the past five years, Broadbent has been author or co-author of 20 peer-reviewed papers, 8 papers in conference proceedings, and 35 presentations.
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
