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Wiedmann awarded for research

Quebec City, - The recipient of the 2002 American Dairy Science Association Foundation Scholar Award for Dairy Foods is Martin Wiedmann, assistant professor in the Department of Food Science at Cornell University. The award, sponsored by ADSA Foundation, was presented at the Awards ceremony held Tuesday night during the American Dairy Science Association Annual Meeting

The award recognizes the leadership, scholarship, and contribution of young scientists to research and education on critical issues affection the future of the dairy/animal industry.  Wiedmann addresses farm to fork food safety issues with a diverse educational background in animal science, food science, and veterinary medicine.  He has clearly integrated his food science and veterinary training to develop a strong research and outreach program directed toward food safety and quality.

Wiedmann’s research program on dairy product quality focuses on the development of a better understanding of the sources of on-farm bacterial contaminants and their impact on finished product quality.  He has developed DNA fingerprinting methods that allow sensitive subtyping of dairy spoilage potential due to production of lipolytic and proteolytic enzymes from those that do not produce these types of enzymes.  

He is associated with two patents, 3 million dollars in grants, and has published over 40 publications in peer-reviewed journals.  He is actively involved with national and international professional organizations and serves on the editorial board for two separate journals.  He has actively contributed to symposiums, conferences, and other outreach activities.
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
