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Smith awarded for work

Quebec City, - The recipient of the 2002 DeLaval Dairy Extension Award is John F. Smith, professor in the Department of Animal Science and Industry at Kansas State University.  The award, sponsored by DeLaval Inc., was presented at the Awards ceremony held Tuesday night during the American Dairy Science Association Annual Meeting.

The DeLaval Dairy Extension Award honors Smith for his outstanding contributions to the dairy industry in the state of Kansas, regionally, nationally, and internationally.  He is also being recognized for his leadership, dedication and tireless efforts in developing and implementing extension dairy programs.

Smith’s contributions to the dairy industry are many and varied including establishing extension educational conferences and field research studies that serve as the basis for improved facility design and layout for start-up and dairy extension programs, heat stress abatement techniques, goal setting, and solutions to cow comfort issues.  He has published nearly 250 articles, reports, and proceedings and given 119 invited presentations across the United States and Canada.

Smith is co-leader of an Interdisciplinary Research and Extension Dairy Focus team at Kansas State University that developed a 5-year plan to coordinate programs across departments, county extension offices and research extension specialists.  In addition, Smith works with extension faculty in 21 states to organize 10 nationally or regionally recognized dairy management conferences for dairy producers, educators, and dairy professionals.

As a member of the American Dairy Science Association, Smith has served on several committees including the Extension and Education Committee and Chair of the Merial Dairy Management Research Award Committee.  Smith is currently a member of the National Mastitis Council, Epsilon Sigma Phi, Kansas Dairy Association, Kansas Dairy Technology Society, the National Dairy Shrine, Kansas Interbreed Council and a charter member of the ADSA Foundation.
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
