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Fuquay awarded for contributions

His research efforts have focused on heat stress in dairy cows and how this affects reproductive performance and milk yield.  His research has demonstrated the importance of having cooling systems available for cows prepartum and postpartum to minimize heat stress and maximize reproductive performance and milk yield.
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
