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Baumgard recognized for research

Quebec City, - The 2002 recipient of the National Milk Producers Federation Richard M. Hoyt Award is Lance H. Baumgard, assistant professor of nutritional physiology at University of Arizona.  The award was presented at the Awards ceremony held Tuesday night during the American Dairy Science Association Annual Meeting.

The Richard M. Hoyt Award recognizes research efforts with direct application to problems of the U.S. dairy industry.  Baumgard’s research has made important contributions to understanding the regulation of milk fat synthesis.  Over the long term, the knowledge gained from his research will contribute in the development of management strategies that improve productivity and well-being of dairy cows, optimize economic return and sustainability of producers, and enhance quality of dairy products for consumers.

Baumgard obtained his B.S. and M.S. degrees from the University of Minnesota and his Ph.D. from Cornell University.  He has just recently joined the Department of Animal Science at the University of Arizona.
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
