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Dalgleish honored for research

Quebec City, - The recipient of the 2002 International Dairy Foods Association Research Award is Douglas G. Dalgleish, Ontario Dairy Council Research Chair at the University of Guelph.  The award, sponsored by the International Dairy Foods Association, was presented at the Awards ceremony held Tuesday night during the American Dairy Science Association Annual Meeting

The International Dairy Foods Association Research award recognizes individuals whose research findings have allowed diary foods processors to develop new products, to make a significant improvement in quality, safety or processing efficiency of dairy foods. Dalgleish was recognized for his research on molecular behavior of milk components and their behavior as food ingredients.  

His research has covered several major areas. Studies of aggregation processes of individual caseins led to an interest in the mechanisms of the more industrially relevant processes such as renneting and acidification of milk.  Another area of expertise is in the use of milk proteins in food emulsions, in studies ranging from simple emulsions to homogenized proteins in food emulsions.  In these studies the emphasis has been on the structures and textures of food products.

Dalgleish has published over 180 articles, conference proceedings, and book chapters on dairy –related topics, and has recently been nominated by the Institute for Scientific Information as one of the most highly cited authors in agri-food science.  He has given numerous seminars to researchers and others in a number of major companies in the food industry.  Between 1991 and 2000, Dalgleish supervised and trained 13 M.S., Ph.D. or postdoctoral associates.  He is also on the editorial boards of three international journals.
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
