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Wattiaux awarded for research

Quebec City, - Michel Wattiaux is the 2002 recipient of the International Dairy Production Award in recognition of outstanding leadership in dairy science outreach and education.  The award, sponsored by Elanco Animal Health, was presented at the Awards ceremony held Tuesday night during the American Dairy Science Association Annual Meeting

The International Dairy Production Award recognizes distinguished service to dairy production outside the United States and Canada.  The individual is to have made a scientific contribution by way of teaching, research, or other service to dairy production in one or more of the developing areas of the world.

A ruminant nutritionist focusing on fiber utilization and nitrogen metabolism, Wattiaux, has applied these and other principles to international dairy systems, especially in emerging industries around the world. He is focused on disseminating management information by authoring multilingual Technical Dairy Guides, fact sheets, CD-ROMs, a multilingual web site, and organizing international short courses. Wattiaux’s research has taken him to several countries, where he has lectured in French, Spanish, and English.  The short courses he has organized in the United States and abroad have reached more than 1000 farmers and other professionals from 38 countries.
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
