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Misztal awarded for research

Quebec City, - The 2002 J.L. Lush Award in Animal Breeding was awarded to Ignacy Mizstal, professor in Animal and Dairy Science Department at the University of Georgia, for his contributions to dairy cattle breeding. The award, sponsored by ABS Global, was presented at the Awards ceremony held Tuesday night during the American Dairy Science Association Annual Meeting.

The award recognizes outstanding research in animal breeding.  He is best known for  his research in developing computer algorithms.  His research includes investigations into the dominance variations for many traits in dairy and beef cattle.  He has developed methodology for the inclusion of dominance effects in the national genetic evaluations of dairy cattle using an animal model.

Mizstal has made significant contributions to understanding properties of the threshold and random regression models and most recently has ventured into the genetics of heat tolerance in dairy cattle
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
