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Hicks awarded for teaching

Quebec City, - Clair Hicks is the 2002 recipient of the Kraft Foods Teaching Award in Dairy Manufacturing.  The award, sponsored by Kraft Foods, was presented at the Awards ceremony held Tuesday night during the American Dairy Science Association Annual Meeting

The Kraft Foods Teaching Award recognizes outstanding teaching of undergraduate students in dairy foods.  The individual must have demonstrated outstanding ability as a teacher of undergraduate student of dairy foods in an accredited college or university.

Hicks, a professor of Food Science at the University of Kentucky, is known for his innovative teaching abilities including the ability to relate his classroom work to industry needs.  Students have continuously ranked him well above the college average at the University of Kentucky, where he has served as advisor to the Food Science Club since 1976.

In addition to his teaching program, Hicks also has directed a very active research program in dairy foods.  For his research efforts, he has been recognized with the Pfizer Award and the International Dairy Foods Association Research Award presented by ADSA.
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
