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Horne awarded for research

Quebec City, - The Marschall Rhodia International Dairy Science award has been established to recognize outstanding accomplishments outside of Canada and the United States in the areas of biochemistry, chemistry, engineering, microbiology, and technology pertaining to the dairy foods industries.    

The 2002 Marschall Rhodia International Dairy Science recipient is David Smith Thorne, Senior Scientific Officer, Hannah Dairy Research Institute.  This award recognizes his contributions to the overall field of physical chemistry and his work on the relationship of the application to state-of-the-art light scattering techniques to the functional and biological properties of milk proteins.  The award was presented at the Awards ceremony held Tuesday night during the American Dairy Science Association Annual Meeting.

Horne is well known for his pioneering work on the rheology of milk gels, the interactions and self-assembly of caseins, the ethanol stability of milk dispersions, and the surface properties of milk proteins.  He was the first to apply the novel light-scattering technique of diffusing wave spectroscopy to the in situ gelation of concentrated milk protein systems.  These techniques have fostered research by others on emulsion technology and protein structure.

Horne’s contributions over the past 26 years on physico-chemical properties of milk proteins at the Hannah Dairy Research Institute include 108 refereed publications, 48 book chapters, and numerous conference proceeding papers.  He has also been in demand as a speaker at conferences and workshops worldwide.
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
