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Stevenson recognized for research

Quebec City, - Jeffrey Stevenson, professor in the Department of Animal Sciences and Industry at Kansas State University, is the 2002 recipient of the Pharmacia Animal Health Physiology Award.  The award, sponsored by the ADSA Foundation, was presented at the Awards ceremony held Tuesday night during the American Dairy Science Association Annual Meeting

The award recognizes outstanding research in dairy cattle physiology.  Stevenson is known for his successful melding of fundamental research aimed at solving practical problems.  His research focus has included two perplexing problems in lactating dairy cattle, elongated calving interval and repeat breeder syndrome.  He has also demonstrated benefits to gonadotropin-releasing hormone to post-partum cow, especially those suffering from periparturient disorders, and at artificial insemination (AI).

Stevenson is frequently invited to speak on dairy cattle management and reproduction.  He is author or co-author of more than 100 peer-reviewed articles, popular press articles, and presentations at professional meetings.  He is a monthly contributing editor for the Artificial Breeding column in Hoard’s Dairyman.  He has served on the editorial boards for both the American Dairy Science Association and the American Society of Animal Science.
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
