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Shook recognized for teaching

Quebec City, - The 2002 recipient of the Purina Mills, Inc. Teaching Award in Dairy Production is George Shook, professor of dairy science at the University of Wisconsin-Madison.  The award was presented at the Awards ceremony held Tuesday night during the American Dairy Science Association Annual Meeting.

The award, sponsored by Purina Mills, Inc., recognizes outstanding teaching of undergraduate students in dairy science.  Shook is a noted dairy genetics researcher and was the recipient of the J.L. Lush Award in Animal Breeding of ADSA in 2001.  His students indicate that he is highly effective in communicating complicated genetic formulas to be implemented for breeding a better dairy cow.

The majority of his teaching over the past 25 years has been of animal breeding and genetics.  Shook has complete responsibility of the dairy cattle breeding course, which is offered by very few agriculture colleges.  He uses teaching approaches other than the traditional lecture whenever possible, and a discussion format that is his preferred method of teaching genetic principles.

He annually advises approximately 15 undergraduate students, advises students for internship programs, and coordinates seminars in animal breeding.  He has also chaired the undergraduate curriculum committee of the Department of Dairy Science.
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
