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Jayarao recognized for research

Quebec City, - The 2002 recipient of the West Agro Inc. Award is, Bhushan Jayarao, assistant professor in the Department of Veterinary Science at the Pennsylvania State University. The award, sponsored by West Agro Inc., was presented at the Awards ceremony held Tuesday night during the American Dairy Science Association Annual Meeting

The award recognizes outstanding research of milk quality as affected by control of mastitis, management of milking, and practices in production of milk.  Jayarao has made significant contributions in the area of bovine mastitis and milk quality.  While at the University of Tennessee, he made significant contributions toward the development of new diagnostic methods for bovine mastitis with commercial applications.  He also conducted extensive epidemiologic studies that have provided significant insight on the epidemiology of environmental mastitis pathogens.

Jayarao has been successful in obtaining federal, state and industry funding as principal or co-investigator on 20 peer-reviewed external grants equivalent to about $1.2 million dollars to support extension and research at Penn State.  In addition, he has published more than 45 peer-reviewed journal articles and is an active member of several professional societies including ADSA, American Veterinary Medical Association, Pennsylvania Veterinary Medical Association, and National Mastitis Council.
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
