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Richardson receives the 2002 Fellow Award 

Savoy, Ill., - Dr. Gary Richardson, Utah State University, is the recipient of the 2002 ADSA Fellow Award. The award was presented as part of the American Dairy Science Association Awards banquet on July 23 during the Annual Meeting in Quebec City.  The Fellow Award, sponsored by the American Dairy Science Association, recognizes ADSA members for their distinguished service to the dairy industry for 20 years or more.  

Richardson has made many contributions to the dairy industry.  He was among the first to evaluate infrared milk instrumentation; demonstrated methods to prevent churning of milk samples en rout to central testing labs; adapted a vapor pressure osmometer for detection of added water in milk; demonstrated the value of using proteinase-negative lactic cultures in the manufacture of dairy products; confirmed the value of New Zealand paired single-strain lactic cultures in cheese manufacture; introduced external pH control for lactic bulk culture tanks; invented an instrument for continuous monitoring of milk coagulation in cheese vats; and adapted reflectance colorimetry to measure bioactivity in milk.

He served ADSA extensively.  He was elected Director in 1982 and after four years on the board he served an additional three as president, vice president and past president.  He ahs chaired several committees and even served as the Chairman of the Dairy Foods Division.  He co-chaired the annual meeting at USU in 1979 and 
1991.  

Richardson has authored or coauthored over 95 publications in Journal of Dairy Science or related peer-reviewed journals, presented numerous dairy related papers at ADSA and other scientific society annual meetings and was invited to write an article, ”Automated Testing of Milk,: for the Diamond Jubilee Anniversary issue of the JDS in 1981.  Richardson has been a member of ADSA for 47 years.
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
