Mark your calendar now for June 22-26, 2003! Phoenix, Arizona will be the site of the 2003 SAD Meeting during the Joint Annual Meeting of the American Dairy Science Association and the American Society of Animal Science. The SAD program is scheduled for the Phoenix Civic Plaza within Copper Square, the cultural heart of downtown Phoenix. Enclosed in this mailing are instructions for electronic submission of abstracts. Note the much earlier deadline of 11:59 p.m., CST, February 5, 2003. 

Why an earlier deadline? With an earlier June meeting date, all traditional deadlines have been moved forward one month. Additionally, in the past, the student abstracts deadline has been one month later than the professional member deadline to allow students more time to submit. However after polling several clubs, ADSA eliminated the extension so that they may simplify the submission process for everyone and expedite the posting and publication of the meeting program.

Carefully review the instructions for submitting an abstract. All abstracts, including undergraduate student abstracts, are due February 5, 2003 and must be submitted online from the Annual Meeting web site at http://www.fass.org/phoenix03/. If you have any questions regarding the submission of the abstract (coding, etc.), contact ADSA-SAD Headquarters at adsa@assochq.org.

Also, don’t forget to make your Phoenix hotel reservations TODAY! We are encouraging clubs to make their housing reservations early so we can all be together at one hotel. Use the enclosed housing form to make your meeting reservations or go online to http:/www.fass.org/phoenix03/. The Ramada Inn Downtown Phoenix is designated as the student hotel with rooms specially priced to make the trip more affordable. Rooms are $69 for single and double, $79 for triple, and $89 for quad. The hotel is within easy walking distance to the Phoenix Civic Plaza. Also, free shuttle service is offered throughout the downtown area, making regular stops at the convention center, hotels, bars, restaurants, the ballpark and shops using the Copper Square DASH buses. Please note, any member who attempts to reserve rooms at the Ramada will be able to do so as long as rooms are available in the block. That means that if you want the inexpensive rooms, you'll need to move quickly. If you remember from Quebec, we all felt it would be more fun if we were together at one hotel, so act now!
