St. Louis, Missouri will be the site of the 2004 SAD Meeting during the Joint Annual Meetings of the American Dairy Science Association, the American Society of Animal Science and the Poultry Science Association. Included in this mailing are instructions for electronic submission of abstracts. Deadline for submissions is 11:59 p.m. CST, March 3, 2004.

All abstracts, including undergraduate student abstracts, are due March 3, 2004 and must be submitted online from the Annual Meeting web site at http://www.fass.org/2004/. You may notice the abstract submission site is new for this year. It's improved and more user-friendly.
