Students presenting papers in the SAD Undergraduate Paper Presentation Competition also have the option
to upload their papers ONSITE by Sunday, July 11 at 3:00PM local time. All PowerPoint presentations
must be loaded in advance of each session. No presentations will be loaded while the session is in progress,
between presentations, or during breaks.
